SUPERINTENDING SCHOOL COMMITTEE

TOWN OF ALBION.

The Superinteuding School Committee of the town of
Albion respectfully submit the following report of the schools
for the past year:

DISTRICT NO. 2,—Oms M. Srurrevanr, Agent.

Summer Term by Miss Addie Stevens, a lady of activity
and ability. The instruction given was thorough and syste-
matic. The school-room presented a neat and orderly appear-
ance, and at our last visit we were satisfied that this was a
profitable school, and that Miss 8. is an excellent teacher.

Winter Term by Mr. Olney Worthen. Mr. W. is a faithful
teacher and labored hard to make this an interesting and
profitable school. The order was not such as we would wish,
and at the close, the interest manifested by the scholars at the
commencement had somewhat diminished. Several of the
larger boys were absent; those present showed that they had
made good progress.

DISTRICT NO. 3.—Atvrsert Crossy, Agent.

"Wmmer Term by Miss Myra J. Sibley of Freedom. We
vigited this school but once. The teacher appeared to labor
faithfully for the good of the school.

Winter Term by Mr. Conforth of Unity. We found this
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school favorably disposed, and under tbe instruction of Mr.
C. made good improvement. The recitations were prompt,
and showed that the teacher had not labored in vain,

DISTRICT NO. 4.—Daxter Racrurr, Agent.

Summer Term by Miss Martha A. Gilman, who gave such
good satisfaction in a former termn of school in this district,
that her services were early sccured for this term, and were
eminently successful.

Winter Term by Mr. Ira W, Davis. This was Mr. Davis’
first school. He commenced well, and with more practice
will make a good teacher.

DISTRICT NO. 7.—Jor~x Srinson, Agent.

Summer Term by Sarah Snell of China. Miss S. is an old
teacher, and one of the best. We think that the order in this
school was just what it should be; everything seemed to pass
off quietly.

Winter Term by the same teacher, with good success.

DISTRICT NO. 8.—SiLas Houssey, Agent.

Summer Term by Miss Sarah J. Gilman, who possesses al}
those so essential to a good teacher. The examination was
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witnessed by several of the parents and friends. Considera-
ble talent was exhibited in the reading of a paper at the close,
which added much to the interest of the examination.

Winter Term by Miss Hattie Tilton of China, an excellent
teacher. We think any district fortunate that secures her
services. Improvement good. School house cold.

DISTRICT NO 9.—A. B. Smaw, Agent.

Summer Term by Sarah Snell of China. This school made
good improvement under Miss S’s instruction. The scholars
tried hard to learn, and we think their efforts were crowned
with success.
