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School Report. 

On the opening of the school year, in April, our village 
schools were still in the inconvenient temporary quarters at 
the Town Hall, but in spite of this drawback they did a 
really good term's work. No change of teachers this spring 
term in any district, and all the mixed schools were carried 
through most creditably. 

The loss of central school building was followed by 
prompt action on the part of the citizens, who entrusted the 
important work of rebuilding to a strong committee, con­
sisting of Samuel M. Came, Esq., Lucius M. Perkins and 
Richard S. Stanley. The committee at once gave attention 
to plans for the new structure, which, by vote of the town, 
was to be placed on the site of the former building, with the 
same ground dimensions and two stories in height. An 
excellent plan, embodying all the best improvements, was 
secured. Agreement was made with Mr. Oliver G. Nutter 
to put in foundation, and the superstructure was put under 
contract to be built and finished by Messrs. Jones and Clark 
of Kennebunk. The contractors were to have the building 
completed by September 1. Their work was done at that 
date, and the finished edifice gave eminent satisfaction to 
building committee, school authorities and citizens. 

I t had been intended to open the fall term in the new 
house, but the parties to supply the furniture of the school 
rooms did not meet their agreement, and after some delay 
we were compelled to resort again August 28 to the Town 
Hall. We at length occupied the new building Septem­
ber 11 .
