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INFORMATION 

ROADS—The past year the Town appropriated 
$1066 to finish the "3 Town Road" into the square at 
the junction of the "U" road, Sanford to Biddeford, but 
the State for lack of available funds could not meet but 
half of our appropriation. The Selectmen after consult­
ing the citizens decided to build up to the top of the hill 
opposite N. B. Jordan's which practically completes this 
project. This cost to you will be $1,360.52 which leaves 
us a balance of $237.32 which we can use for other 
"short accounts.'' 

The 3rd Class Road No. 2, Otis Wallingford's to the 
Gore. We expended $491.61 which is refunded now by 
the State. This fund comes in this way. If the town 
appropriates for all road purposes ($.004) four mills or 
excess of that amount of its valuation it shares in the 
"Mill Tax" Fund. If its appropriations for road pur­
poses are less than four mills we get nothing. 

The deficit of last year on account of snow was not 
met by the appropriation of $1,200 by $559.54 as you will 
see. 

The appropriation for Summer work is over ex­
pended by $313.38. But remember you "saddled" the 
extra job on the Brackett Hill on to the Budget recom­
mendation of $2,000. 

The Poor Account is overdrawn $468.44. This is 
occasioned by our loosing the suit with Limington in the 
matter of Charles J. Knight. This suit was begun sev­
eral years ago and contested on the ground of no "Pau­
per Settlement." It dragged along and was once thrown 
out of court, but Limington took an appeal. At the trial 
last June at Alfred it was decided Charles J. Knight had 
a settlement thru his father, Charles Knight, but the 
original bill was much reduced so we are about the same 
as if we had paid it at the time. 

The State has claimed we owed them an account of
