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MAYOR'S ADDRESS. 

Gentlemen of the City Council: — 
We are now assembled in accordance with the provisions 

of our City Charter, having been selected by our fellow cit­
izens to discharge the important and responsible duties of 
administering, for the year to come, the municipal aflfairs of 
our city; and we have each taken a solemn oath to perform 
them according to the best of our abilities; and if we 
neglect or fail to devote to their discharge all the time it 
may be necessary, we are not only recreant to the interests 
of our constituents, but we disregard the oaths we have 
solemnly taken, and ought never again to enjoy the confi­
dence of our fellow citizens. Our duties may at times be 
difficult and even perplexing, yet that will constitute no 
excuse for us to shrink from or neglect them, but, on the 
contrary, should stimulate us to renewed efforts in bringing 
to their discharge all the judgment and ability we possess. 

We should do great injustice to our fellow citizens if we 
failed to appreciate the importance of the trusts and responsi­
bilities confided to us. It should be our single purpose in 
the discharge of aur duties to promote the interests and 
welfare of the city, and to have a watchful care for the 
rights of every citizen, and by so doing only can we even hope 
for success. We should bear in mind that we have volun­
tarily accepted the trust, and that we must be faithful in 
order to reap the honors. It will be one of your many 
duties to see that no unnecessary or extravagant expendi­
ture of the people's money be made; it will also be your 
duty to see that no needed improvements or work which 
will result in the general benefit of the people, shall suffer 
for want of the necessary means to perfect and carry it for-
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ward. Many matters of public interest and improvement 
in a young and growing city like ours, will necessarily 
require your consideration, and I have no doubt they will 
receive a careful and intelligent deliberation. 

I had supposed and even hoped that my official services 
as a municipal officer would this day cease, but unexpectedly 
and unsolicited by me I have again been called by my fellow 
citizens to once more assume the duties, and I here say to 
them that never did I feel prouder at any time of the confi­
dence reposed in me by them, than on the present occasion, 
and I here say that every effort in my power shall be put 
forth in discharging my official duties so that when they are 
ended I trust they will have no reason to say their confi­
dence was misplaced. 

MANUFACTURES. 

The manufacturing interests of our city, which I trust 
and believe are yet in their infancy, should be encouraged 
by a liberal policy. I trust you will discharge all your 
duties in such a manner that not only our present constit­
uents, but those in the future will look back with pride and 
satisfaction to your official acts. 

FINANCES. 

The cash resources of the Treasury for the year ending 
Feb. 29,1872, have amounted to the sum of $111,957 46. 

The expenditures for the same period have amounted to 
the sum of $110,308 18, leaving a cash balance in the 
Treasury of $1,349 28. 

We now have a funded debt, payable in fifteen annual 
installments, amounting to $133,025 00. We also have a 
temporary debt due at various times within the coming year 
of $10,800 00, making the entire indebtedness of the^city 
on the first day of the present month $143,825 00. The 
available resources of the city on the first of March Were: 
cash in the Treasury, $1,349 28; due from assessments, 
$11,323 20; due on notes of John Gowell, 3d, $l,40t) uO; 
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due from other sources, $364 01, making the entire available 
resources of the city, $14,438 39. You will therefore see 
that after deducting the resources of the city from the lia­
bilities, we have an outstanding debt of $129,386 61. The 
indebtedness of the city on the first of March, 1871, was 
$114,663 83, which has been increased the past year $14,-
617 78. The taxes assessed the past year and other re­
sources of the city, have paid the current expenses, and 
would have reduced the debt $5,210 75 had not $15,908 35 
been paid for building new bridge, and $3,920.00 paid for 
prescriptions issued to procure medicine to repair injuries 
said to have been sustained by Dr. M. C. Wedgewood and 
Mrs. Benj. Mitchell upon the highways. 

I would recommend that a sufficient sum be assessed 
the present year to pay the current expenses, the interest 
of the debt, and the installment of the funded debt which 
falls due the present year; and I am of the opinion that 
with an economical and careful administration of affairs, it 
can be done without increasing the burdens of taxation. 

SCHOOLS. 

The improvement in our schools, in my judgment, is 
great, and we are largely indebted to the present members 
of the School Committee for that improvement. The school 
houses in the city are generally in a good state of repair, 
and in my opinion, it is for the interest of the city to make 
such provision for repairs on houses as shall keep them in 
as good condition as they now are; and also to make all 
needed improvements; for in my judgment, no one depart­
ment of the government is so essential to the future growth 
and welfare of the city as our school department. By the 
provisions of our city charter, you are required to elect a 
Supervisor of Schools and a School Committee. Now in 
my judgment, the charter should be so amended that the 
School Committee elected by you, should choose the Super­
intendent, and that they have power to remove him at 
pleasure, and the School Committee itself be, an advisory 
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board, and that they be chosen at the first election, a part 
to serve one year and a part two years, and then we shall 
always have the benefit of the experience of the remaining 
meinbers of the board, which, in my judgment, will be of 
great value. . The scholars in the village portion of the city 
are increasing, and more school room will soon be needed, 
and a large appropriation for the support of schools. The 
Grammar School rooms are now uncomfortably crowded, 
and measures should be taken at an early day to provide 
additional room. 

The High School is now in a very flourishing condition, 
and I trust it will receive from you a liberal appropriation, 
so that its present efficiency shall not only be maintained 
but improved. 

ROADS AND BRIDGES. 

The repairs of highways are always attended with great 
expense and fault-finding, yet ours are in a very good con­
dition compared with those of most other towns in our 
State, so far as I am acquainted, but still there is much need 
for improvement. 1 have had the honor of being your 
Street Commissioner for the past year, but, gentlemen, I 
must say that I have, fallen far short of satisfying myself 
as to the repairs made or the cost of making them. I have 
learned that men employed to repair roads do not have that 
interest or economy when performing labor for the city, 
which they seem to have when at work for themselves or 
their neighbors. 

I have expended for labor and materials in making re­
pairs the past year the sum of $9,766 85. I have also built 
a sewer at a cost of $1,103 98. A petition was presented 
to the City Council to locate a street from the street south 
of C. P. Ingalls's store to the street north of Little and 
Haskell's block on Main street. After an investigation of 
the matter, it was agreed if the Roak Block was constructed 
that a street would be necessary. It Tds therefore arranged 
that the city.should pay to the persons building the Roak 
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Block the sum of $5,000 00 in full for building said street 
and land damage when it was completed and ready for 
public use. 

I deem it to be necessary that the sewer be continued 
down Main street to Drummond street; also up Main street 
to Court street; thence up Court street to Goff street. 
The flow of water from the high land west of the village is 
such that every storm floods Court street, and as there is no 
outlet except down the railroad, it is almost impossible to 
keep Court street in any decent repair in a wet time. I 
therefore recommend that measures be taken at an early 
day to obviate the difficulty. 

NEW BRIDGE. 

I presume you and every other citizen has noticed that 
the apology for a bridge between this city and Lewiston, 
which has so long existed, has passed away, and that it has 
been replaced by one which I believe will be satisfactory to 
the people. I cannot now give you the entire cost, as no 
settlement has yet been made between this city and Lewis-
ton, but I am of opinion the entire cost to both cities does 
not vary much from $40,000 00. 

FIRE DEPARTMENT. 

The Fire Department is in good condition, both com­
panies are well officered, and if we should be so unfortunate 
as to need their services, I have no doubt they would do 
justice to the city and honor to themselves. We have been 
wonderfully favored the past year; there has not been a 
fire and scarcely an alarm, yet we should not withhold 
the means of making our fire department efficient, for we 
know not the hour when the devouring element will come 
upon us. 

LAWSUITS. 

At the commencement of the last year we had four suits 
pending, all of which have been disposed of. Two have 
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been commenced within the year, one by Nathaniel French 
for rent of room for police court, and one by Thomas Marra 
for alleged damages on the highway, which has been settled, 
$10 15 worth pf medicine being sufficient to effect a cure. 
In the cas.e of Mrs. Mitchell it required a very large amount 
of medicine, and as it is believed that she was troubled with 
a chronic disease at the time she received the injury, the 
medicine which was furnished has not entirely effected a 
cure; but in the case of Dr. Wedgewood, I am happy to 
say, the medicine has proved to be just what the injuries 
required, and to all appearances effected a speedy and per­
manent cure. 

LEWISTON & AUBUBN BAILEOAD. 

At the last session of the Legislature a charter was 
obtained, against all the power and influence which the" 
Maine Central Railroad Company could bring to bear upon 
the Legislature, authorizing the construction of a railroad 
from the city of Lewiston to some point on the Grand 
Trunk Railway in this city, and a meeting of the corpor­
ators has been held, the charter accepted, and the company 
organized by the choice of some of the most enterprising 
citizens of Lewiston and Auburn as officers; and I am in­
formed that a conference has been held by the Directors and 
the Managing Director of the Grand Trunk Railway, with 
reference to operating the road when completed, which 
promises very satisfactory results. In obtaining the charter 
the corporators designed that the road should be built and 
owned by the cities of Lewiston and Auburn. The impor­
tance of the enterprise to this community cannot, in my 
opinion, be overestimated. The great number, of passen­
gers, and the large amount of freight to and from Lewiston 
and Auburn, and the prospect of a large increase in the 
population and business of the two cities, in my opinion 
demand more than one outlet for the business, and especially 
so when it is remembered that the present railroad company 
discriminates against us in rates of tariff both for passengers 
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and freight. The terms imposed upon this community at 
the present lime, in my judgment, are more onerous than 
are demanded of any other community in the State. 

The construction of this road will, I firmly believe, re­
lieve our citizens from the burdens now borne by. them, by 
a reduction in rates of fare, and thus the benefits of the 
road will enure to every citizen. 

In order that we may reap the fruits of this enterprise, 
the two cities, I am satisfied^should own the road, and the 
citizens of Auburn, will, doubtless, soon be called upon to 
act in the matter, and I here take liberty to commend it to 
their favorable consideration. I deem it the duty of this 
city to seize upon and improve every opportunity to foster 
any enterprise that will invite to our midst capital and 
labor; and it seems to me that we should do all in our 
power to promote this enterprise. 

MISCELLANEOUS. 

Upon you, gentlemen, rests the responsibility of select­
ing the various city officers for the ensuing year. You are 
the agents of the people, and upon you rests the responsi­
bility of making judicious selections. Many matters of 
importance and interest which I have not now mentioned 
will engross your attention. 

It will be my duty, from time to time, to call your atten­
tion to such matters as I may deem to be of importance or 
interest to the city. And now we are ready to enter 
actively upon the duties of the offices which we have 
accepted and sworn to perform; and let us do so without 
fear or favor. 

In conclusion I pledge to you my hearty co-operation in 
every effort calculated to improve or benefit our city.
