MAYOR'S ADDRESS. 

Gentlemen of the City Council: 
Under the blessing of God, to whom let usbe thankful for our 

mercies, we have completed a municipal year of life, and now 
stand on the threshold of another, face to face with its duties 
and responsibilities. We have been called by our fellow citizens 
to the high and honorable trust of administering in their behalf 
the affairs of this City. I can only say for myself, that, while 
the office to which I have been elected was undesired, I am not 
insensible to the mark of esteem, and shall discharge the duties 
devolving upon me to the best of my ability. And this sacred 
responsibility entrusted to us, gentlemen, puts us all under 
heavy moral obligation to do our best for those who have re­
posed this confidence in our fidelity. Our fellow citizens have 
certainly a right to expect that, as the guardians of the city, we 
shall manifest an earnest solicitude for its best interests. An 
honest desire to promote these interests to the best of our 
ability, will atone for many errors in judgment. 

One year ago we had a hope that the financial clouds were 
at least breaking away, and that by this time we should be sail­
ing under bright skies; but we were doomed to disappointment, 
and the outlook to-day is far from encouraging. 

Never was there a period since Auburn was incorporated as 
a city, when the demand for prudence and economy in public 
expenditure was greater than now, and it becomes us to re­
member that every dollar we spend this year will be a dollar 
not easily earned. Wisdom obliges us to avoid two extremes, 
spending too little and spending too much. A city government 
that is conducted on the principle of spending the least possible 
amount that will answer for its present necessities, is almost 
as faulty as one that spends too lavishly. May it be our good 
fortune, gentlemen, in the ensuing year to strike the " golden 
mean" between too much and too little. May we be enabled 
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to do what shall be, on the whole, present and future alike 
considered, for the best good of our community. 

Permit me now to turn your attention to the details of those 
interests which will claim our notice. 

FINANCES. 
Total receipts during the past year amounted to $133,346 67 
The total expenditures have amounted to 127,780 91 

Cash in treasury, $5,565 76 

The total liabilities of the City are $265,400 00 
This amount is in outstanding bonds: 

Bearing interest at six per cent., $237,400 00 
Bearing interest at live per cent., 28,000 00 
The resources of the City are 36,606 50 

Liabilities of the City after deducting resources, 
March], 1878, $228,793 50 

Liabilities of the City after deducting resources,

Increase of debt during the past year, $5,396 63 

Included in the resources is an uuexpended balance of 
appropriation for High School building and grading Park, 
amounting to $1,998.79, which has been carried forward and 
will be paid out towards the completion of the buildings. This 
amount, when paid out, will iucrease the amouut stated above, 
as increase of debt, to $7,395.42. The rate of taxation was l j 
mills less on the dollar than the previous year. 

ROADS AND BRIDGES. 

There has been expended upon the highways the sum of 
$10,529.50, including the grading of Court street for paving. 
Court street has been paved from the bridge to Turner street, 
at a cost of $3,984.41. In April last the fcittlefield Bridge, so 
called, was destroyed by the freshet. The abutments have been 
repaired, and an iron bridge put in place of the old onet at a 
cost of $2,361.57. After an examination of the bridge near 
Barker Mill, over the Little Androscoggin River, it was deemed 
to be unsafe, and was taken down, the abutments rebuilt, and 
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a first-class iron bridge put in place of the old one, at a cost of 
$4,278.47. A piece of new road near Welcomb's Corner, so 
called, has been built, at a cost of $200,—making the entire 
amount expended in repairing old roads and building new roads, 
two iron bridges, and paving Court street, $21,353.95. All of 
the above work has been under the immediate supervision of 
the Street Commissioner. The new bridges and paving, I am 
satisfied, are permanent improvements, and would recommend 
that au amount of paving be doue each year, until the streets 
in the business part of the City are completed. The county 
road known as Broad Street, from Couaut's Mill to the Hackett 
road, will have to be built the present year, as the time allowed 
by law has expired. 

SEWERS. 

About three thousand feet of sewerage pipe have been laid 
the past year, with the uecessary catch-basins and cess-pools," at 
a cost of $3,451.62. I trust we shall contiuue to extend our 
sewers yearly, until the thickly settled portions of our City are 
all provided with drainage so necessary to the health and com­
fort of the people. 

FIRE DEPARTMENT. 

The Fire Department now consists of one steamer with a 
good company of men. The City Council, in Jauuary last, not 
deeming the hand engine of much value where steamers are 
used, refused to pay any salary to the compauy, virtually dis­
banding them. An accideut to the steamer in going to a fire, 
January 16th, necessitated an outlay for repairs of $319, aud it 
is now reported as good as when new. 

Several hydrants have heretofore been set in different parts 
of the city, and I think where a supply of water can be had, 
they are far better and cheaper thau reservoirs. I would there­
fore recommend that others be put in at such points as may be 
necessary. 

We have been fortunate in our exemption from fires the 
past year—less than two hundred dollars damage has been 
sustained, excepting the fires in the woods in April and May. 
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POLICE. 

Our police force, though small, has faithfully discharged 
their duties, and good order and quiet has generally prevailed. 
The whole expense for the year has been $2,368.20. 

POOR. 

I need say but very little concerning the department for the 
support of the poor, but refer you to the complete report of 
the Overseers. In my judgment, our pauper expenses have been 
very moderate for a city of the population of ours. 

LAW SUITS. 

At the commencement of the year, two suits for damage 
upon the highways were pending; one in favor of P. K. Tracy 
and one in favor of Mrs. Bryant, both of which have been dis­
posed of in favor of the city. Two actions to recover damages 
by reason of alleged defects in the highways have been com­
menced against the city during the year; one in favor of Samuel 
L. Stevens and one by George W. Hunnewell, both of which are 
now pending. 

A suit has been commenced by the Auburn Land Company, 
and is now pending, to recover $4,387.83 for building the ex­
tension of High street, said street having been built by said 
company, as they allege, by virtue of contract made with the 
City Council for the year 1875. Also a suit commenced by 
Benjamin Eyerson to recover for stone bought of J. B. Emerton 
by the city and claimed by Ryerson. 

For further particulars in regard to legal affairs, -I refer you 
to the report of the City Solicitor. 

SCHOOLS. 

The schools, in my judgment, are in very good condition, 
and I think the people are well satisfied with the manner in 
which they have been conducted. It is possible that some 
reduction in expenses might be made without impaiiiug the 
efficiency of the schools. 

The taking away the Primary School house on Academy 
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Street necessitated the purchase of a lot and the building of 
another school house in that part of the city, which was done 
at an expense of $2,820.55. 

For full information in regard to school affairs I refer you to 
the report of the Committee. In regard to progress of the 
new High School building I refer to report of building com­
mittee. 

CONCLUSION. 

Finally, gentlemen, I can do no more in closing than to 
report my earnest desire that our labors together in the coming 
year for the welfare of our city may be crowned with abundant 
success; but whether successful or not, may we have at the 
year's end what is often better than success itself, and that is, 
consciousness that we have deserved it.
