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MAYOR'S ADDRESS. 

Gentlemen of the City Council: 

We have taken the official oath which authorizes us to fill the 
several positions constituting the City Council of our city, and 
to take the control of its municipal affairs for the ensuing year. 
Those of us who have served in former years must appreciate 
the approval our constituents have awarded us, by placing us 
again in positions to assist in managing the city affairs. The 
duties incumbent upon us, in our several stations, are important, 
and we should endeavor to discharge them for the best interests 
of our city, and to the acceptance of the people 

Since the annual reports of the city officers will not be ready 
for distribution for several weeks, I will give now the standing 
of the several appropriations at the close of the last municipal 
year:

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Besides the foregoing expenditures there have been paid the 
following items for which no appropriation had been made: 
Auburn Aqueduct Company, under decision of referees, for 
water for fire purposes, two years, $3,653.50; for fire alarm, 
$1,710; Davis heirs, award of court, $370; Joel Vickery, 
award of court, $54.16; new street lamps and repairs, $128; 
exchange of horses, $425; salary of Superintendent of Schools, 
$900; total, $7,240.66. 

CITY DEBT AND TAXES. 

Our city debt is $233,500, having been reduced the last year 
$9,700. Uncollected taxes and cash on hand, $29,643.81. Lia­
bilities above cash resources, are $203,856.19. To meet a por­
tion of the debt falling due last year, fifteen thousand dollars of 
four per cent, bonds were issued, which sold at 3 83-.100 per 
cent, premium. The balance of the debt was paid from cash in 
the treasury. Twenty-four thousand five hundred dollars of 
six per cent, bonds fall due this year, and I would recommend 
that the payment of them be provided for same as last year. 

The Assessors' valuation of the taxable property is 
$5,245,641. Number of polls, 2,304. Number of dogs taxed, 
181. State tax, $22,970.70. County tax, $6,872.24 City 
taxes, $82,162.88. Total assessment, $112,005.82. 

SCHOOLS. 
The School Committee and Superintendent make very favor­

able reports of the condition of our schools. Such recommen­
dations as they make will soon be laid before you for your con­
sideration. For a portion of the last year a Superintendent 
has been employed, which has added much to the efficiency 
and improvement of the schools. By an amendment to our city 
charter the Board of School Committee now consists of the 
Mayor and ten members elected by the several wards, five of 
whom hold office for two years. The City Council should make 
ample appropriations for the support of schools, and the Com­
mittee endeavor to expend it wisely and for the best interests of 
all our schools. 

REPAIRS OF HIGHWAYS AND STREETS. 

The affairs of this department for the past year have been 
conducted to the satisfaction of nearly all our citizens. Our 
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roads, bridges, and sidewalks are now in fair condition, a large 
amount of permanent work having been done, including cul­
verts, sidewalks, and grading. 

NEW STREETS. 

The Conant Road from Broad Street to the Hackett Road 
has been completed and opened; Charles Street has been lo­
cated from Highland Avenue to Goff Street; and Pulsifer Street 
from Second to Sixth Street. A location of Eastern Avenue 
from Merrill Hill to Minot Road is now before the City Council; 
also a petition for a street from Washington Street to Maine 
Central Railroad, near Parsons' new mill. 

SEWERS. 

Main sewers have been laid in Summer, Manley, Goff, Elm, 
Broad, and Sixth Streets, and catch-basins constructed to drain 
the surface water from the streets. Twenty permits have been 
granted during the year. Cash received for permits, $455. 
There is now due for permits $125, which, if the Treasurer had 
been able to collect, the sewer appropriation would not have 
been overdrawn by the committee. The extension of the Court 
Street Sewer to Maple Street, is the only main sewer that I am 
aware of necessary to be laid this year. This should be at­
tended to early, not only to take the surface water to prevent 
damage to the street, but to connect the Maple Street Sewer, 
constructed a few years ago, and now opening on the surface at 
Court Street, thereby creating a nuisance in that locality. 

POOR DEPARTMENT. 

This department of our city affairs has been attended to 
faithfully by our very efficient overseers, and Mr. and Mrs. Alex­
ander having charge at the farm and almshouse; the interest of 
the city as well as the comfort of those under their care have been 
well and carefully guarded. The position of overseers is diffi­
cult, requiring care that they afford relief in such manner and 
with such conditions as will check pauperism and discourage 
improvidence. During the past year, four persons have been 
committed to the Insane Hospital by the municipal officers. 
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FIRE DEPARTMENT. 
Our city has suffered more loss by fire during the past year 

than for a long time. We have a very efficient force of men 
in all the branches of this service. 1 recommend that a room 
be finished in the second story of the engine house for the con­
venience and better accommodation of the men connected with 
the department. Under the contract just made with the Au­
burn Aqueduct Company, it will be necessary to raise this year 
about four thousand dollars to pay them for water pipes already 
laid, and about two thousand dollars for use of water for fire 
purposes. It will also be necessary to set about twenty hy­
drants this year, estimated to cost about two thousand dollars, 
which, with the usual appropriation for support of the depart­
ment, will require an appropriation under this head of about 
nine thousand dollars. 

NIGHT WATCHMEN. 
A less number of watchmen have been employed than in for­

mer years, and I have heard no complaints from any of our citi­
zens that the force has not been as efficient and satisfactory as 
formerly with a larger number. I recommend that the same num­
ber of night watchmen be employed for this year, and also that 
one man be employed by day, I think this is necessary for Sun­
days, and if not a necessity certainly a great convenience week 
days. In the absence of a day constable drawing pay, the 
Mayor is constantly called on to attend to many matters which 
are enumerated among the duties of constables in our ordinances. 

PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS. 
Three thousand four hundred and fifteen feet of granite curb­

ing have been set and the abutters have in every case, except 
some on Turner Street, laid brick sidewalks adjoining. Turner 
Street from Court to the northerly side of Hampshire, and a 
small portion of Court Street have been paved with granite 
blocks. A soldiers' monument has been erected, which is an 
ornament and honor to the city. Three stone watering-troughs 
have been set in place of the decaying wooden ones. Court Street, 
between High and Pleasant on the southerly side,has been greatly 
improved by grading down the high sidewalk, widening the street, 
and putting in a. permanent wall on the street line. The old 
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school house lot has been graded and fenced. A city team has 
been employed Saturday mornings in collecting such rubbish as 
the people wished removed; this has been found to be a great con­
venience to our citizens and could not be dispensed with. An 
electric fire alarm has been constructed in connection with the 
city of Lewiston. This is an improvement long called for by 
many of our citizens. The city property has been increased by 
the purchase of the French gravel pit, and through the overseers 
the William Lahey farm has come into possession of the city. 
The street commissioner, in his department, with the advice of 
the Mayor and Aldermen, has built five large stone culverts, cut 
down the hill and permanently improved the road near Dunn's 
brickyard, done a large amount of work on the hill between 
North and West Auburn, and built three thousand nine hundred 
and fifteen feet of plank sidewalks. 

For permanent improvements this year, I recommend that 
Court Street between Pleasant and Spring be paved. I also rec­
ommend that Auburn Hall be enlarged by extending the build­
ing over the adjoining lot owned by Mr. Goff, if satisfactory 
arrangements can be made with him, either to purchase the lot or 
build with him, he to own the lower story; also by constructing 
side galleries; aside from the needs of the city for a hall that 
will accommodate large audiences, it is thought that this would be 
a good investment, as the hall is so small that it is seldom occu­
pied for any purpose that pays much more than the expenses. 

IN GENERAL. 

The claim of the Davis heirs for damage by raising the grade 
of Main Street adjoining their lot, in 1880, has been decided by 
a jury against the city. Claim of Joel Vickery for more land 
damage, decided by a committee against the city. Pauper suit, 
Auburn vs. Wilton, verdict for the city for the whole amount 
claimed, $250. There is no suit now pending in which the city is 
a party. Among the various city officers which it is your duty 
to elect to-day, the assessors and overseers, by an amendment 
to our city charter, will be elected for three, two, and one year 
terms. 

CONCLUSION. 
Gentlemen,—I trust that the City Council and the city officers 

that you may elect will exercise strict economy and care in con­
ducting the business of the city, and keep the expenditures in 
all the departments at the lowest point consistent with a busi­
ness-like management.
