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MAYOR'S ADDRESS. 

Gentlemen of the City Council: 

To us has been assigned the duty of administering the affairs of this 
goodly city for the ensuing municipal year, and agreeably to a provision 
of the city charter , my first duty is to communicate to you any recommen­
dations touching the welfare and interests of the city which I may have to 
make. I desire at the outset, to thank my fellow citizens for this mark of 
their approbation as indicated by their selection of me as the chief execu­
tive officer of the city fur the coming year. While 1 realize how small an 
experience I have had in these matters, yet my purpose is to perform faith­
fully an 1 economically the duties pertaining to this office. 1 am gratified 
to see before me, as members of these co-ordinate branches of the City 
Government, so large a proportion of young men; and while we are lack­
ing the experience of many of our predecessors, yet the very large majori­
ties by which you have been elected to these places, is indicative of an un­
usual degree of confidence reposed in you by your constituents, and from 
a long, personal acquaintance with nearly every member, I feel sure that 
your course the coming year will demonstrate the wisdom of their selec­
tion. I shall rely largely on your judgment , and in all matters coming be­
fore us, I shall cooperate with you in every measure, looking to the city's 
present and future welfare. I would reaffirm what Mayor Weeks so well 
said last year, that at this time we should put aside any feeling of part i­
sanship we may have, remembering that we are the servants of the whole 
people, selected by them to collect their revenues and disburse them for 
their benefit, and that they not only expect, but should receive an impar­
tial and unselfish service. The past year, though one of depression and 
stagnation in business circles generally, ha;- been. I think, one of average 
prosperity to the city of Augusta. Our business people have met no 
serious financial reverses, and we have enjoyed comparative immunity from 

•fire, flood and wasting disease, as well as the serious conflicts between cap­
ital and labor, so common of late in many of our sister cities, entailing not 
only many hardships , but engendering unkindly feelings between the em­
ployer and the employed, both of which elements are equally essential in 
developing our resources and the uiaintainance of peace, plenty and hap­
piness in our city. 

Xearly three years have elapsed since we, as a city, decided to make some 
concessions to the company operating our water power in the way of a re­
duction of their taxable valuation. At that time many of our best citizens 
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believed it to be an unwise course to pursue, but in this short time this cor­
poration have built the large new mill, filled it with machinery, thus in­
creasing the capacity of their works one-third, and when in full operation, 
giving employment to nearly or quite double the hands previously em­
ployed, and in all their operations have expended not less than .$S00,OO0, 
beside the original cost of their plant, and this great amount has largely 
gone into the hands of our laboring men and mechanics, and by them been 
distributed into all the avenues of trade and business, thus benefitting 
directly and indirectly the whole community, and all this in view of the 
fact that the time covered has been one of unusual depression among man­
ufacturers ot all kinds of textile fabrics, so much so, in fact, that many 
large corporations have shut down altogether, rather than pile up goods 
for which there was no profitable market. I understand the Edwards 
Company contemplate the further development of their large property here, 
a t an early day, and I think it would be difficult to find the citizen who 
would to-day question the wisdom of the city in its effort to develop this 
great Water Power in our midst, and I believe, as a city, it should be our 
policy to deal liberally witli all parties endeavoring to build up or inaugu­
rate small industrial enterprises, for in no way are we so surely fortifying 
ourselves against the periodical inroads of hard times, which a r e a s sure to 
come as are the seasons. As a municipality, I believe we have abundant 
reason to congratulate ourselves on the prospect of future growth in wealth 
and population, and cause to return our thanks to Him, who has so boun­
tifully blessed our industries, our homes and our charities, and who bestows 
upon each and all of us his loving kindness and his tender mercies.

Of course these figures do not include outstanding bills against the city 
not yet presented, which I hope will not exceed $4,000, and this sum, if 
correct, added to above named balance, would give the exact standing of 
the city at this time. 

Of the 5 per cent, loan of 1864, $4,100 of it becomes due in Ju ly next, 
and though this is a larger sum than we have paid in any one year, yet I 
think we should make an appropriation to meet this extra demand, and if 
possible, save enough in some other direction to offset the difference. The 
balance of this same loan, $4,000, matures in Ju ly , 1887. On February 
15th, 1887, which comes in the present municipal year, the Sprague bonds, 
amounting to $202,800, will mature, and upon us will devolve the duty of 
refunding this large loan. The last Legislature passed the following law 
for this purpose : 

'•To meet its bonds now outstanding and maturing in the year 1887, the 
city of Augusta is authorized to issue bonds not exceeding $206,200, in 
amount payable at a period or periods not exceeding 30 years after the 
date thereof, and bearing interest at a rate not exceeding 4 per cent, per 
annum, pa3rable semi-annually. Said bonds shall be issued under the seal 
of the city, and shall be signed by the Mayor, and countersigned by the 
City Treasurer ." 

There can be but little doubt but this loan can be refunded at less than 4 
per cent., aud possibly at 3,l<> per cent., and this, I believe, we should t ry 
to do, and if successful, would make a saving in our interest account of 
$5,070 annually- And this amount, if applied every year to the reduction 
of the principal, together with the usual sum raised every year for this 
purpose, ($2,000) would enable us to rid ourselves of this great indebted­
ness which has been hanging over us for so many years, and that without 
increasing our rate of taxation. Any policy looking to a perpetuation of 
this indebtedness, even at a low rate of interest, I believe should not be 
sanctioned by us. 

S C H O O L S . 

First of all the departments in importance, are our public schools; first, 
because about one-fourth of our entire population are scholars, and second, 
because we spend more money annually, in this department, than in any 
other. I feel sure you will agree with me that we should relax none of our 
interest in this matter of schools, and we should see to it tha t in our hands 
their usefulness and vigor are unimpaired. The right and proper education 
of our youth is but the fitting of those who are to soon succeed us in the 
duties and responsibilities of citizenship. Of the excellent standing of our 
City High School, as well as the schools in the village and Williams Dis-
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trict, I shall say nothing, as their character i.» known and lead of all men. 
The reports of their Directors will soon lie before you, and they need no 
•comment from me. 

For a long time it has been my belief, derived from a casual observation 
•of the working- of the district system, as well as a careful reading of the 
annual report of our .School Supervisor, that our schools located in the 
suburban districts were not up in efficiency to the standard they should be 
in a city with the wealth and intelligence of Augusta. In fact, I think 
they are but little, if any, superior to the common schools of the back 
towns. Xmv this should not be. Our farmers are annually paying into 
our < ity Treasury, a larger amount for taxes in proportion to their ability, 
than any other class in the community, and certainly they are entitled to 
better school privileges than they now enjoy. I think the Supervisor will 
recommend the consolidation of some of the smaller districts this year, 
and ultimately the abolishing of the entire district system, and this latter 
course, so far as the rural schools are concerned, I have no doubt would 
be a wise one to pursue ; but whether the Village and Williams Districts, 
having expended large sums for school buildings, would favor this change, 
I am not So certain. As I understand it, you have the power to abolish 
the whole district system, and substitute for it city control of all the 
schools by a school committee appointed by the city government and re­
sponsible to it. 

lithgow library. 

In connection with this subject of schools, it seems proper to say a word 
in relation to the Lithgow Library, which so well supplements school work. 
Under its present able Board of Trustees, it has gone on making additions 
to its volumes of all the new and desirable books published, and the num­
ber of our people who have availed themselves of its privileges has been 
rapidly enlarging, and the educational advantages of this noble institution 
it is impossible to compute. The name of its generous benefactor will be 
remembered and cherished for long generations yet to come. But a few 
years can, at most, elapse, until the library will have outgrown its present 
accommodations, and I have often heard the wish expressed that some of 
our public spirited citizens would appreciate this want, and in answer to it, 
make such a response as would give this grand instrumentality' for good 
such a permanent home as to entitle the donor to the lasting grat i tude of 
the cultivated people of Augusta, for all time. During the year , the case 
of Executors of L. W. Lithgow's estate vs. the city, having been decided, 
the executors have turned over to the city the sum of §7,532.38, and this 
amount has been paid into the treasury of the Library Association, and in 
addition to this sum, there has come into the hands of the city, from the same 
source, the undivided half of a large amount of real estate, mostly located 
on the east side of the river in this city. This property, when disposed of, 
also goes to the Library fund, and under an order of the last city govern­
ment, the Mayor. City Solicitor and Chairman of Assessors, were appointed 
a committee to sell any part of this real estate, and §000 worth has already 
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been disposed of. The character of the buildings included in this prop­
e r ty is such that a large expenditure for repairs is necessary, so that while 
t h e property is worth quite a large sum, still it pays but .. small income, 
a n d I submit it to you to determine whether or not a sale of the property 
at as early a day as possible, would not lie best for the Library. 1 should 
th ink it would be best to confer with the Trustees of the Library before 
t a k i n g any action. 

H I G H W A Y S . 

Perhaps no department of the city of which we arc about to assuine 
charge , so fully interests all our people as that of highways, for we arc all 
obl iged to use our streets and sidewalks to a greater or less extent, and it. 
would seem that our tax payers are more sensitive on the question of their 
p roper care, than perhaps in any other of the numerous trust-; that to-day 
we enter upon. Consequently to this department, I especially call your 
at tent ion, and ask that you give it more than usual consideration. I sup­
pose that without question, we have 21)1) miles of streets and sidewalks 
within the city limits, and there is annually appropriated about isS.000 for 
•their maintainance, or $40 per mile, on the average. Now when we con­
sider the very broken and hill}' condition of the country ill which our city 
i s located, it is no wonder to ine that often we are unable to keep our streets 
i n the condition they should be with the amount of money available for the 
purpose. Our tax-payers, beyond doubt, are willing to pay whatever is 
necessary to give thein comparatively comfortable and safe walks and 
roads , but they look to us to see that their money is not wasted. As you 
are aware , this branch of city affairs is in charge of two commissioners 
e lec ted by you. and accountable to you, and all their vouchers pass through 
y o u r hands, and in this way are, to quite an extent, under our control. 
The commissioners are obliged, because of the large extent of territory over 
which the} - have charge, to delegate a part of their powers to surveyors in 
the outside districts, and these powers are doubtless sometimes wrongfully 
•exercised, and the city sometimes fails to receive its full equivalent for all 
moneys expended. Let us each feel a personal responsibility in this mat­
t e r this year, and not order the subordinate officers of this department to 
do a larger amount of work than their respective appropriations will war­
rant , and then expect them to keep within those amounts. The Monument 
P a r k has been in charge of the commissioner for the Western District, and 
whatever work has been done there has been paid for out of the highway 
appropriat ion. As this is the only pleasure ground of any kind we have in 
t h e city, I would submit it to you, whether our people would not approve 
a small outlay for further beautifying this already sightly spot. 

W A T E R W O R K S . 

As a city, we have always depended, to a great extent, upon wells and 

•cisterns for water to be used for household and general purposes, together 

•with what has been supplied by our two water companies on a few streets. 
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The gradual building up of the suburban parts of the city has rendered it 
a question of but a few years, when the wells and cisterns, with the great 
liability of their waters being contaminated, and thus spreading disease 
and contagion among our people, must give way to some system, whereby 
we shall have an ample supply of pure water at a minimum of cost. I t 
has been the complaint in years past, of one of the Water Companies at 
least, that their efforts to extend more generally their mains have not met 
with any encouragement from former city governments, and whether this 
is by reason of „ belief that the source of supply of this company was in­
adequate or not, I am not prepared to say. I understand through the pub­
lic press, that the franchise of the Augusta or Johnson Water Company, 
has been purchased by a number of local and outside capitalists, and it is-
proposed, at no distant day, if suflicient encouragement is given, to start a 
system of water works that will furnish an abundant supply of the best 
obtainable water on all our streets and at reasonable rates. In my opinion, 
it would not be good policy for us as a city, with our present debt, to em­
bark in any enterprise that would increase this debt, or add an iota of extra 
burden to our already over-taxed people, but if some arrangement can be 
made looking to the doing away with our present system of reservoirs and 
the cutting down of the expense of running the Fire Department, by sub­
stituting hydrants with suflicient head of water to attach hose without 
using the steamers, it might be practicable. I know nothing, scarcely, of 
the purposes of the water company. Nearly every city in the State has a 
system of water works as well as many of the larger towns, and before 
coming to any final conclusion, I presume this or an5r succeeding city gov­
ernment would investigate fully the subject, by ascertaining how they had 
been brought about, their cost, etc., in our neighboring municipalities. 

SEWERAGE. 

In this department, while quite a large amount of money has been 
expended in the past, and a good beginning made, still judging from the 
numerous petitions annually presented to these Boards for sewers in various 
places, this branch of permanent improvements is but in its infancy, and 
much remains to be accomplished in the future. Here. too. we are ham­
pered by our fin mcial condition, and must, of necessity, make our expen­
ditures in this direction as light as possible, consistent with the best inter­
ests of our whole people, taking into consideration, of course, the danger 
to health and life of imperfect drainage. The outgoing city government 
has made commendable progress in this department. A large and perma­
nent iron sewer, sixteen inches in diameter, has been laid from the top of 
Winthrop Hill down to the R. R. crossing, there connecting with a sewer 
previously built. This has been done at an expense of about $435, the 
abutters paying the balance of the cost, and this can eventually be ex­
tended up Winthrop street and be made the center of a large number of 
side drains, capable of draining the large flat bounded by State, Chestnut, 
Winthrop and Bridge streets. Also a large piece of granite sewer has been. 
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built, running across the Dr. Webster lot from State street, and connecting 
with the city sewer on Grove street, at a total cost of $576.65, the abutters 
pay ing $297.50, leaving the net cost to the city of $279.15. There is already 
a sewer running from some point on Sewall street, down across Melville to 
Chapel street, and there emptying into an open surface drain extending 
down to State street, and connecting with the drain just mentioned as hav­
ing been built the past year on Dr. Webster 's lot. A very large amount of 
waste matter is deposited in this open drain and makes it a nuisance. At 
some seasons of the year an intolerable stench arises from it. I think 
in this matter of sewers it is not the proper way to begin at the wrong 
end and allow the tilth of one section to be deposited in the door yards of 
any other section. 

I presume that in other parts of the city the call for expenditures in this 
direction may be equally imperative. You will doubtless, in due season, 
take the whole matter into consideration and give it the attention its im­
portance demands. I t has been the practice, the past year, of asking 
abut ters on these sewers to contribute a par t of the expense, provided the 
city paid the balance. There is a seemingfinjustiee in^this, inasmuch as 
previous sewers have been built wholly at the city's expense, but in this 
way much has been accomplished, that with our limited means would not 
otherwise have been attempted, and you will probably be called upon to 
decide if this is not the best course under all the circumstances to pursue. 

P O L I C E D E P A R T M E N T AND T E M P E R A N C E . 

In no one of the city departments are our officials so closely watched as 
in this, and we can hardly step upon our business street without hearing a 
complaint, either criticising the officers for doing their duty or blaming 
them for a failure to do it in any part icular , and the positions of City Mar­
shal and police officers are anything but enviable ones, notwithstanding they 
do so much of faithful and efficient service. Many of our citizens believe 
that all our municipal affairs should be conducted independently of par ty 
politics, and while I do not purpose at this time to discuss that question, 
still there is no doubt, in my mind, that until the tenure of office of the 
Marshal and his officers are more certain, and not dependent upon the turn 
of a political election, shall we get the best service in this department. So 
apparent is this, especially as it relates to the enforcement of the liquor 
laws, that nearly all the leading cities in New England have 
adopted civil service rules in this branch of their affairs, that is to get the 
best men, regardless of their political affiliations, and then retain them so 
long as they do their full duty , and I fully believe that until this depart­
ment is relieved of all political pressure, it will not accomplish its full pos­
sibilities. You will soon have the report of the Marshal showing the work 
of himself and his officers in detail. From it you will doubtless notice 
that most of the crimes committed are by persons under the influence of 
strong drink, and the same cause can be seen in a large majority of cases 
of those who apply to the poor department for aid. 
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So long as tlHwe two controlling influences in the human race, appeti te 
and love of gain, exist, so long, doubtless, will intoxicating liquors be sold 
and drank, hut certainly no Mewl of humanity can observe the rapid in­
crease of intemperance among our young men without the gravest appre­
hensions for the future. It would seem as though there was law enough 
upon the stature books if it could be enforced, to check this great evil. As 
I understand it, an officer has no more discretion about enforcing this law 
than anv other, and I cannot imagine what excuse one could give for fail­
ing to do so. This matter N largely in your hands, as you alone have the 
power to select the officers and to remove them for failure to car ry out 
your wishes. To be successful in doing -what the people expect at your 
hands in this matter, you will need the earnest and continued support of 
the moral, religious and law-abiding force's of the community, which I in­
voke in behalf of good government. With their aid I believe something 
can be accomplished in checking this great tide of intemperance which is 
sweeping over this city, and in restoring some who are now spending their 
lives in misery and degration to ones of sobriety and virtue. Since the 
25th of last March, the City Marshal and Municipal J u d g e have received 
i salary for their services instead of fees, as formerly, and all fees have 

been returned to the City Treasurer. Up to J a n . 1st, there had been re­
ceived from this source, $1127.49, and there is remaining due since that 
date, about tfHOO, so that these two offices will cost the city less than $000, 
and by the change the county has been saved $1500 

Pooi t D E P A R T M E N T . 

The number of families helped by this depar tment outside the alms 
house, has been eighty-live, while at Mie alms house fifty persons have been 
inmates, witli .. daily average of th i r ty . At the Insane Asylum, Indus­
trial School and State Reform school, some seventeen persons have been 
cared for at the expense of the city. Every impulse of humanity impels 
us to render to those persons among us, who by misfortune or otherwise, 
have become unable to support themselves, such aid as may be necessary 
to keep them comfortable. Still in this depar tment our overseers are liable 
to be imposed upon by persons who would rather live upon the city's char­
ity, than to exert themselves sufficiently to earn an honest livelihood, and 
for the small pay received by the overseers it is a question whether they 
can afford to devote time enough to the city 's business to always be sure 
they are not imposed upon. The recent change in our ordinances, electing 
these officers for a term of three years , is a step in the right direction, for 
it is largely the same persons, year after year, who are the recipients of 
the city's help, hence a knowledge gained by a few years ' experience in the 
Board of Overseers, is of great benefit in determining many questions con­
stantly arising as to the city's liability in certain classes of paupers as 
well as the good faith of persons applying for assistance. I would sug­
gest whether or not the placing of all bills of this department on our 
monthly roll of accounts, might not tend to give a wider knowledge of the 
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needs of this branch of our work to the dift'ereut ineinbers of these two 
Boards, and so, in a measure, to restrain those who might otherwise make 
unnecessary calls for aid. A hurried visit to the alms house convinces me 
tha t Mr. Waldron and his wife are the right persons to have charge of that 
institution, and that they should be retained in the city's service. 

F I R E D E P A R T M E N T . 

While Augusta has . since the great fire of 1S65, enjoyed unusual exemp­
tion from serious conflagrations, yet it has always been considered by our 
predecessors, a wise public policy, to maintain our Fire Department up to 
its fullest efficiency, and while it is, of course, impossible to say bow much 
of our good fortune as to a small fire loss may be due to the efforts of the 
"boys who run with the machine," yet it is nevertheless t rue that in no 
city of our size can be found a department more ably managed or more 
successful in handling tires than ou r s ; and we should see to it, that by no 
act of ours is its efficiency in any sense impaired. One of the pressing 
needs of the department, is a Hook and Ladder Truck, as at present we 
have nothing that answers this purpose, and it has happened several times 
in the past few years, to my knowledge, that fires starting in the top of 
•buildings have nearly or quite consumed the whole structure, because of a 
lack of means of reaching the fire, and in the Darby Block fire of one year 
ago, a truck costing five hundred dollars would have been the means of 
saving several times its cost in this one instance. The department has been 
called out ten times the past year, three times on false alarms, and the total 
damage done has been about four thousand dollars, which was mostly cov­
ered by insurance. 

B O A R D O F H E A L T H . 

This department has been in existence nearly a year, and I am glad to 
be able to say that much good has been accomplished. I t has been the 
custom of the Board when complaints have been received, to visit the 
locality complained of, and if reasonable ground has been found, to see the 
persons controlling the nuisance and reason the question with them rather 
than resorting to any legal means to enforce compliance with our heal th 
ordinances. I am assured by the Secretary of the Board, who is expected 
t o be the active member, that his efforts have been met in the right spirit 
by our citizens whom he has had occasion to visit, and much information 
hear ing on sanitary measures has been disseminated. I believe this depart­
ment is one that will steadily grow in favor the more its purposes are known 
and understood. You will have their full report before you at a later day. 

I N CONCLUSION. 

Upon you rests the responsibility of selecting the subordinate officers of 
t h e various departments , as well as making the appropriations for running 
these departments for the ensuing year, and while we should exercise 
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every economy consistent witli the proper performance of the duties 
required of us, we should make these appropriations large enough to cover 
the necessities of the city work, but when once made I shall insist that all 
our officers keep strictly within ths sum allotted to his branch of the ser­
vice. To my predecessor. Mayor Weeks, as well as the members and offi­
cers of the outgoing city government, I desire to return my thanks for 
many courtesies received at their hands, and I gladly attest to their faith­
fulness as evinced by the conscientious and painstaking care manifested in 
every branch of the city"s work. 

And now placing our trust in the Great Giver of every good and perfect 
gift, and asking of our constituents that kindly forbearance and broad 
charity which recognizes the frailty of human achievements, let us so-
labor that when our year of service shall have ended and we shall be called 
upon to give an account of our stewardship, we can well and truly merit 
the award of '-well done good and faithful servants."

At the almshouse there lias been a great deal of sickness during 
the past year. There have been two cases attended with a fatal re­
sult ; one from diabetis and one from pneumonia. 

Among the poor not at the almshouse there was considerable sick­
ness during the spring and summer; the winter months have, how­
ever, brought almost entire exemption from any serious cases of 
disease. There have been five deaths, two from consumption, one 
from typhoid fever, one from blood poisoning and one from old age. 
In my opinion the Overseers of the Poor showed excellent judg­
ment in retaining Mr. and Mrs. Waldron in charge of the almshouse, 
who have performed their arduous duties in a most satisfactorv man­
ner. 

The Overseers of the Poor have rendered all necessary aid to the 
sick and suffering poor of the city.

The above table shows that Augusta is still entitled to its reputa­
tion of being a very healthy city. The death rate per 1,000, the 
past year, has been smaller than for any year for the past fifteen 
years, with the exception of the years 1884-85. The average death 
rate per 1,000 throughout the world, is 17 per year, while that of 
Augusta, for the past fifteen years, has been only 13. The average 
age at death throughout the world, is thirty-five years ; in Augusta, 
for the past ten years, it has averaged forty-five years. 

VACCINATION REPORT. 

On account of the severe epidemic of small pox which prevailed 
in Montreal and its suburbs during the past summer and fall, it was. 
deemed expedient by the City Government, that such persons as the 
City Board of Health should direct, should have the privilege of 
free vaccination by the City Physician. 

The French portion of our population, on account of the frequent 
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arrivals among them from the infected districts, received special at­
tention. With the assistance of Mr. Andrew Latno, as interpreter, 
I went from house to house and vaccinated all who would submit to 
the operation, unless they had been recently successfully vaccinated. 
I was treated with great politeness, and found their houses in a neat 
and clean condition, and the general sanitary condition good. 

Whole number vaccinated at expense of city, including French, 
515.
