MAYOR'S ADDRESS. 

Gentlemen of the City Council: 

Iu assuming the important duties of the chief executive of our 
city, I am not unmindful of the great trust and responsibility im­
posed upon me by my fellow citizens. Any office that is clothed 
with certain powers conferred by the people is an important office. 
and when once accepted it places the holder under solemn and 
sacred obligations to discharge his duties conscientiously and fear­
lessly for the common welfare and best interest of all. 

It must be admitted by all those who are conversant with the 
public sentiment existing in our city, that our citizens demand at 
our hands a clean and business-like administration of our city 
affaiis. 

That our preseut rate of taxation is burdensome and not pro­
portionately borne must be conceded by a large majority of the 
thinking citizens of our city. 

I t would be far from my purpose to burden in any way the pros­
perity of the industries established in our city. 

I firmly believe that taxation should be equalized, and that our 
corporations as well as the individual citizen should bear their equal 
share of the public burdens. 

I recommend the strictest economy in all our city departments 
consistent with the progress and growth of our public service. 

I wish to call your attention to a statement of the financial con­
dition of the city as furnished by our city auditor, Hon. S. W. 
Lane, as follows :—
