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MAYORS ADDRESS. 

Gentlemen of the City Council: 

Another year has run its course ; our fellow citizens have entrusted 
to us the management of their affairs for the ensuing year. 

I know that we all assume our duties with a sense of solemn 
responsibility and with the dete rmination that the friendly confi­
dence of our people shall not prove to be misplaced. 

Naturally those of us who are new to the city's affairs assume 
our duties with diffidence, but with the cordial co-operation of the 
more experienced added to unselfish endeavor, I believe our admin­
istration of the public business will run smoothly and without giv­
ing us cause for regret. 

The credit of the city of Augusta has always been unquestioned 
but this it seems to me is no reason why additional permanent in­

debtedness should be incurred. The future will bring its own bur­
dens and it is the part of wisdom to care for and pay our yearly 
expenses, although this may sometimes seem to call for self 
restraint or temporary sacrifice. 

The total bonded debt as shown by the Auditor's report is 
$320,300.00. Of this there will become due on July 1, 1901, 6 per 
cent bonds to the amount of $7,500.00, and on Feb. 15, 1902, 5 
per cent bonds to the amount of $9,000.00 ; or a total of $16,500.00 
which will become due and payable during this municipal year. It 
seems to me that these bonds should be paid without thought of 
renewal as being the yearly share of tht burden of our indebted­
ness which will rest upon us till September, 1924. 

And in this connection may I suggest that any plan which seems 
to require the City Assessors to declare values at one figure in April 
with the intention of in August declaring their earlier judgment 
erroneous is placing city officials who are under oath in a position 
which no plea of expediency can justify. 

There will have to be raised for the payment of interest on the 
bonded debt the coming year the sum of $13,680.00, but if the 
maturing bonds be paid at maturity the interest payment the suc­
ceeding year will be $13,005.00 or $675.00 less than the current 
year.

During the past years some money has been expended in the pro­
tection by a wall of the public cemeteries. It seems to me there 
can be no question that this work should be completed that there 
may not seem to be any neglect on the part of the city of the last 
resting place of the dead. 

It may be that the Inspector of the Kennebec Bridge may make 
it apparent that the under timber floor may have to be renewed. If 
it be not necessary this year it may have to be done in another year 
and will be a large item of expenses but an imperative one. 

The census of 1900 makes the population of Augusta 11,683. 
This under the law will compel us to appropriate and raise by taxa­
tion for common schools the sum of $9,346.40 against the sum of 
$8,421.60 last year, or an increase of $924.80. 

In his address to the City Council a year ago Mayor Lane took 
occasion to refer to the educational work and financial management 
of our schools in terms of high praise. The high character and 
reputation of our schools is a matter of pride to all our citizens. 
Our system of having three heads is sometimes criticised but with 
a number of schools so large as we have, if the management of the 
several districts were consolidated in one Board, it would need sub­
committees to care for the various sections. This would be practi­
cally equivalent to the present system, except in regard to assess­
ment and collection of taxes, and the machinery for this purpose 
runs smoothly and without friction. There may come a time when 
the character of our schools may need radical improvement, but at 
present the thorough work of the Cony High School, the Village 
District and the Williams District testify to the unselfish labors of 
those to whom their care has been intrusted. 

I understand that a request will be received from the Fire De­
partment that telephones be placed in the Engine Houses. Where 
time is of such great importance in fire alarms the need of such 
telephones is obvious and I recommend that they be installed as 
soon as may be. Our Fire Department in its promptness and its 
energetic labors disarms criticism and its personnel is such that I 
feel that any request or suggestion from the Department will be 
received with respectful consideration. 

One of the large expenditures which the city is each year com­
pelled to make its in the care of its highways. While the appropri­
ation for highways is large its expenditure is criticised more than 
the expenditures of any other department. There should be no 
complaint at this. All our people are concerned with the condition 
of our streets and sidewalks. The watchfulness and criticism and

complaints of our people will be of value to you in applying the 
money expended in such manner as to accomplish the best results. 

There are improvements which should each year be made and 
these improvements should be carefully considered and made in 
accordance with a matured scheme of progress. 

Some years ago the city directed profiles of many of the avenues 
leading from the central part of the city to the neighboring country 
to be made by the city engineer. This was done with the view of 
gradually leveling grades and improving access to our markets. I 
believe this work to be of great value to the city, and if intelli­
gently done in accordance with an approved plan that it would indi­
rectly return much more than its cost. 

I submit for your consideration the suggestion that the highway 
committee with engineering advice could arrange a plan for such 
highway improvement which if adhered to and a portion of the 
work were done each year, would be a great benefit both to the 
business section and also to our outlying wards. 

Unlike ordinary expenditures on the highways, such expenditures 
have to be made but once. The hill once cut down, the valley 
once filled, the work will never have to be repeated. 

The special appropriation for highways intended for improve­
ments should be used in accordance with a plan approved after care­
ful study under which progress can be made, as funds can be 
spared, during a series of years. 

Until the state and county taxes shall be determined the amount 
of appropriations which may be classed as absolute in their charac­
ter cannot be given with certainty, but assuming undetermined 
amounts to be the same as last year we have a list of expenses in 
which there is no opportunity to exercise economy, as follows :

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Making a total of $77,539.80 without including salaries of city 
officers, police, fire department, highways, sewers, snow bills, poor 
department, or the numerous other items of city expenses. The 
need of economy is apparent. 

The report of the Auditor under date of March 4, 1900, shows 
the cash in the treasury to be $4,524.42. The other resources while 
of value are uncertain as to the time when they will become avail­
able as well as uncertain as to amount. To meet the current 
expenses and fixed charges unv.il the taxes of 1901 become avail­
able, a temporary loan will be necessary in anticipation of taxes as 
in other years, and I recommend that the sum of fifty thousand 
dollars be at once raised by taxation and appropriated for city 
expenses and that the same be included under appropriate depart­
ments in the report of the finance committee. 

For information as to the details of the different departments I 
refer you to the reports which will be before you. I have no doubt 
that such recommendations as may be therein made which commend 
themselves to your sound judgment will receive careful considera­
tion.

Agreeably to your request I have carefully inspected two of the 

Bond Brook bridges and the Kennebec River bridge, and have the 
honor to submit my report. 

The two new bridges put in over Bond Brook at Coombs' Mill are 
eminently satisfactory in every way both in design and con­
struction, and the work of erecting them was evidently done in a 
thorough and workmanlike manner. They are structures of which 
the city has a right to be proud. 

The larger three-span bridge over the river I have also carefully 
inspected in every part and I find it in first-class condition. I 
find no necessity for immediate repairs ; the iron part was never in 
better form. I would recommend, however, vigilance in looking 
after the plank on the bridge.

REPORT OF LIBRARIAN. 

AUGUSTA, December 31 , 1900. 

To the Trustees of the Lithgow Library and Reading Boom : 

GENTLEMEN : The Librarian's annual report for the year 1900 is 
herewith presented. 

The number of books in the library at the present time is 7,659. 
Bound magazines and public documents are not included in this 
number. The accessions for the past year are 112 volumes. 

The library has been open every day except legal holidays. 
31,099 books were issued for home reading and 866 for use in the 
reading room. The daily average was 104. 

The largest day's work was on February 24th when 332 books 
were issued ; the smallest was on February 14th when only 18 were 
issued. The following is the table of circulation by the months;

It will be noted that the circulation varies but little each month, 
nearly as many books being read in summer as during the winter 
months. 147 books have been re-bound and the hundreds repaired 
at the library bear witness to many hours of labor. Two books 
that were in a house where there was scarlet fever were burned by 
order of the physician. Would that we could afford to dispose of 
many other dilapidated ones in the same manner. 

Ninety-six dollars and fifty-two cents was collected by fines on 
over-due books. 310 application slips were given out. 

Not all visitors care to register, but 796 names were added during 
the year. 

The library is indebted to Colby College for a nearly complete 
set of works of the late Prof. Charles E. Hamlen of Augusta. 
For gifts of books we are also indebted to the Hon. Wm. P. Frye 
for Government publications; to Mr. Alonzo Sturges of Lewiston; 
Mr. James M. King, New York; Miss Ellen S. Bulfinch, Cam­
bridge ; Mr. L. D. Carver, Mr; Clarence Burleigh, Mrs. Connor

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and Miss Manley. Several books have also been given y 
friends. 

Mr. Charles Babcock of Brooklyn, formerly a resident of this 
city, showed his interest by donating the New York Times Satur­
day Review for one year. The Christian Register is also given y 
a friend. 

A bust of the late Reuel Williams was presented to the library 
by Mrs. Joseph H. Williams.

To the Honorable Mayor and City Council of Augusta:

APPARATUS. 

The apparatus consists at present of one combination hose and 
ladder wagon, with a capacity of 1,200 feet of hose which is drawn 
by the City team ; one two-horse hose wagon, with a capacity of 
1,200 feet of hose which is drawn by a pair of horses owned by L. 
G. Haskell, and are kept at the hose house on Cony street, at a 
salary of 81,100 a year. Each hose wagon carries two chemical 
extinguishers, also four two-wheeled hose carts, with a capacity of 
500 feet of hose each. The old hook and ladder truck not in use, 
and the steam fire engine Cushnoc No. 1 kept in reserve. 

HOSE. 

There is in the department 9,000 feet of cotton, rubber lined 
hose; 4.000 feet nearly new; 2,000 feet fair; and 3,000 feet of 
poor hose condemned by the department. 

FORCE. 

The force of the fire department under the present organization 
consists of seventy men, divided as follows : Chief and two assis­
tant engineers, hose and ladder No. 1, eighteen men, hose No 2, 
fourteen men, hose No. 3, twelve men, hose No. 4, ten men, hose 
No. 5, twelve men, and the engineer of the steamer Cushnoc, who 
repairs all damaged hose. 
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Water Street, as our ladders are not fit for that purpose. 
7th. That there be purchased a new storage battery to take the 

place of the gravity battery now used in connection with the fire 
alarm, to save expense and to have a better service, as the present 
cannot be depended upon.
